1. Call To Order:  17:07 by Jim D’Arcy
2. Roll Call: Attendees listed on Page 1 by Laura Randall
3. Approval of November 15, 2007 Meeting Minutes:

5. President’s Report (Jim D’Arcy):

· Digital History initiative of MIHS.  Looking to obtain historical items presented at MIHS 70th Anniversary. Contacts for this may be Pat Brogan, Roger Wabeke, and/or Bill Cleary.

· Sharkey Mingela inquired as to the location of some of the cardboard boxes containing MIHS items, formally stored at the SCSEM, but had been removed from that location due to closing of that office.  Laura Randall asked MIHS Past-President, Jerry Plattenberg, who was MIHS President at that time, and he will continue to look in his house/garage/attic, but does not seem to think he has the items.

6. Secretary’s Report (Laura Randall):

· Still receiving in checks and Membership dues, and updating MIHS database.  (Dues collection period is from Sept 1 – Dec 31.) Late payers are still paying.  New member list will be forwarded to Jim D’Arcy and Andy Crause for “welcoming”.

7. Treasurer’s Report (Aaron Jacob):

· Will give to Laura Randall to post in newsletter.

· Laura will continue to forward Member Dues checks to Aaron.

· MSC booth paid – same price as last year (non-profit rate).

· $600 check needs to go to Sharkey Mingela for the making of the Golden Impinger Awards.

· Concern about issue of fee/service charge with PayPal.  Each time an MIHS member pays for dues, or an event, via PayPal, a percentage is taken off the top of the fee by PayPal.  Possible issue of the buyer being aware that not the total amount charged for the meeting/dues is going to MIHS, a portion of that goes to PayPal.  This may be a future Treasury concern with bookkeeping. Jim suggested that we contact AIHA Local Section Coordinator, Kevin Gara (kevin.gara@roche.com 317.521.2383) for guidance, since AIHA may have this issue also, since the AIHA website accepts credit card payments, too.  Aaron stated that he would ask his personal tax accountant, as well.

Newsletter Editorial Ground rules:

1) The use of names, groups and companies is allowed but the Newsletter Editorials cannot be used as a forum for personal, group or company defamation.

2) The final content, length and publication approval is under discretion of the Newsletter Editor. The Newsletter Editor may consult the MIHS Board, and/or person(s) designated by the MIHS President.

3) Content must be relative to the field of Industrial Hygiene or closely-related field.

4) The right to write editorials is limited to an MIHS member in good standing. Guest Editorials will be allowed at the discretion of the MIHS President or their designee.

5) The mention of products and/or services (favorable or unfavorable performance) is allowed but the content cannot be used as an advertisement, promotion or marketing for a company where there is a conflict of interest. Additionally, the content cannot be used as a forum for personal profit or gain.

6) The editorial will be accompanied by the disclaimer: “The views expressed here do not necessarily reflect the views of MIHS, or its Membership, Officers or Board Members.”
