Main Points, Discussions/Concludions, Decisions, Next Steps
* Bolded & Italicized Name = Action Items

1.  MIHS 70-Year Anniversary (2007)

· Proposed to be held on a Friday, in May 2007 (4th, 11th or 18th)

· Bill Cleary proposed to be held at VistaTech at Schoolcraft College in Livonia/Farmington Hills area.  He attended a function there recently and highly recommended it, due to ample parking, professional and attractive facility, high quality food, and audio/visual/technical capabilities for presentations.

· Our Cost:  approx. $15/person; MIHS may charge $25/person to attend, with possible discounts for 2nd person accompanying the registrant (i.e. for spouses)

· Bill Cleary gave *Pier-George Zanoni the info file to make arrangements for the MIHS event.

· Program:

· Earl Dotter to present on “Quiet Sickness”, approx 1-hour presentation of photos he took of dangerous trades.  (cost about $500 + expenses, i.e. airfare, hotel, food, etc…)  *Carrie Brown to coordinate with Earl Dotter.

· Roger Wabeke to present on the history of MIHS and IH, approx 15-20 minutes.

· Pier-George Zanoni to open the meeting, introducing Bill Cleary as the MC for the event.

· Bill Cleary gave Pat Brogan a number of old, glass slides of IH projects in Michigan, for example, the making of the Ambassador Bridge, etc… Pat is attempting to put them on a CD/DVD so they can be presented, and/or scrolling on a screen in the background, at this event.

2.  Golden Impinger Award

· MIHS now has made up 10 total Golden Impingers:  4 will be presented at the MIHS 70th anniversary, 6 are extra for future years.  Will probably only give out 1 award per year, so it can remain a unique and honored gift.  The award does not have to be given out each year.
· Sharkey Mingela knows the contact person who makes these awards, Ron Bonner, who works at Ford.  He does them on his own, which is much less expensive than a commercial company.  He charges approximately $40 per award, including the walnut base.  The nameplates are extra, and are made by Highest Honor (Jeff Weidman 248-588-7845), which he send to Sharkey and he attaches them via screws onto the base (not glued).  

· *Sharkey to check into pricing to have extras made up for future use, as it is uncertain how long Ron Bonner will be available to make up these awards.  Sharkey will check on pricing for 4-5 more impingers.  Cost depends on set up time and cost of brass rod, etc.. for Ron Bonner.

3. MIHS Mini-Conference Survey

· Tracy Parsons coordinated results from Mini-Conference attendee survey.  (Mini-Conference was held on Oct 10, 2006 at the MSU Management Education Center in Troy, MI.)  Overall, good feedback.  Received mostly 4 out of 5, or 5 out of 5, on rating scale for almost all categories of questions.

· Location was an issue for one person coming in from Lansing, who thought it was co-sponsored by WMIHS.

· Website:  Posted presentations from some of the presenters who allowed MIHS to post their presentations.

· It was decided that MIHS would continue to use the surveys to get important feedback from participants.

4. Life/Honorary Members

· Sharkey has copies of physical letters he addressed to candidates offering them MIHS Life/Honorary Memberships.  *Boyd Henry Rose to place them in MIHS’s permanent record file.

· *Laura Randall to mail via USPS, physical copies of the newsletters, Mini-Conference announcement flyer, and MIHS business meeting announcement flyer to Life/Honorary Members who do not have email addresses or access to a computer.  

5. MIHS Member Initial Start Date

· *Laura Randall to broadcast email to the MIHS membership and inquire as to their initial start year with MIHS.  

· *Laura Randall to work with Webmaster to set up a field in the MIHS Member Profile for initial start year.

· *Laura Randall to add year info as the info is received from the membership.

6. MIHS Membership Certificate

· *Andy Crause (Membership Committee) to create an electronic version of a MIHS Membership Certificate, and possibly a wallet card modeled after the AIHA wallet card.

· *Laura Randall to email Andy the MIHS Logo for the certificate, and wallet card.

· *Carrie Brown to physically mail via USPS to the membership certificates.  May also add in the envelope an announcement flyer for the MIHS 70th Anniversary Celebration with Earl Dotter info.

7. Potential Speakers for Upcoming MIHS Events.

· Sharkey gave Pier-George Zanoni the following suggestions for potential speakers:

· Bob Anderson – Anderson Consulting – Noise topics.

· Mark Ferin – Pfizer – Control Banding.  He gave a presentation at the Michigan Safety Conference that Pier-George Zanoni attended, and he said it was well done.

8. MIHS Hosting AIHA TeleWebs

· MIHS to host between 4-6 TeleWebs per year, depending on topics and MIHS membership interest.

· Program Chair to decide which TeleWebs to arrange, with the assistance of Board.  Decided to not host a live TeleWeb that would conflict with another MIHS event in the same month.  Possible order the disk and show later, but within the due date for attendees to mail in their exam for points.

· Propose that members pre-register for the TeleWeb, and pay upfront via check or PayPal.  Cost of purchasing link for TeleWeb is approx $250, + binders and handout materials, which are about $20 each, plus cost for hosting location.

· Possible locations for hosting:  Marsh, Argus Group, Clayton, 3M, Dow in Midland. Need to confirm all.

9. MIHS Job Postings on the MIHS website

· Gregg Grubb, an IH working in Michigan, was concerned that an IH job was posted for the Michigan State Police (MSP), his former employer.  He didn’t think this job was worthy of being posted for various reasons.  He wanted to alert the Membership of various items.

· MIHS Board consensus was “buyer beware”.  

· *Laura Randall to put a disclaimer on the job postings page of the website.

10. Conflict of Interest Policy

· Sharkey received “Conflict of Interest” paperwork from AIHA…standard paperwork for working with AIHA.

· *Board to review the paperwork and consider same for MIHS Officers and Board Members.  Will discuss as next meeting.

11. Best Student Award Night

· Coupon to be given to Best Student Awardees from each school.  Coupon to be used for awardee to attend the U of M/AIHA/MIHS sponsored IH Comp Review Course.

· Coupon dollar amount to be determined later.  Will be given in addition to another gift to the awardee.

· *Carrie Brown to coordinate the details of how the coupon system will work with U of M.  Suggested to  contact Randy Rabourn or Ted Zellers.

12. Newsletter – Winter 2006 Issue

· *Laura Randall to write a  1-2 line paragraph on Jay Fitzgerald’s Special Service Award.

· *Pier-George Zanoni to write a 1-2 line paragraph Thank You to Terry Fisk for allowing MIHS to use their computer and projection equipment at the MIHS Mini-Conference.

· *Aaron Jacob to write 1-2 paragraphs on MIHS coffee mugs.

· *Andy Crause to write on “What’s In The Synergist?” regular column, and “Anecdotes From The Field” a humorous article.

· *Aaron Jacob to write a “Meet Your Colleague” article on Boyd Henry Rose.

· Due date for this issue was December 1st.

13. MIHS/AIHA Endowment – Perpetuating Funds

· Sharkey had ideas for perpetuating the funding for the MIHS/AIHA Endowment funds: 

· $1 added onto annual dues ($26 instead of $25)

· $5 late fee for members renewing membership who aren’t in good standing

· $1 added onto Event Registrations

· Donation jar at meetings.

· 50/50 raffle at meetings

14. MIHS ABIH CIH CM Maintenance Point Certificates at Meetings

· *Boyd Henry Rose to write up procedure as to how the certificates will be distributed at meetings. 

· At MIHS Mini-Conference, issue came up where one colleague wanted to pick up an attendance certificate for another attendee who left the PDC in the middle of the day.  ABIH awarded the PDC 0.5 points for 0.5 day’s attendance.  If an attendee left in the middle of the day, the points awarded would be 0.5 points, not 1.0 points as the certificates stated.  Need to create procedures to prevent this for future events, for example, the attendee would need to collect the certificate himself/herself at the end of the session, and must sign in at the start of the session, or up to 0.5 hours after the start of the session.

15. SOPs for MIHS positions

· *Board to write up SOPs and give to Eltaneice.

· Already received were Tracy Parson’s SOPs. 

16. April 2007 MIHS Meeting

· Possibly to be held in Frankenmuth.  Possible topic = Radiation.  *Pier-George Zanoni to coordinate.

17.  Election Slate for 2007

· Sharkey brought up the point that AIHA requires the AIHA Election Slate to be reviewed and approved by the AIHA Board.  Sharkey would like MIHS to adopt the same, since it is not specifically written in the bylaws.  Board agreed.  *Sharkey to write proposed text for bylaws so that MIHS membership can vote on it during the next election.

· Nominating Committee:  Ernest Chiodo, Lisa Quiggle (by default, Past-President’s duties), Laura Randall, and Carrie Brown to assist Laura Randall. 

· The following positions will be up for election:

· Officers: (1 year terms)

· President Elect

· Treasurer (Aaron Jacob offered to run)

· Secretary (Laura Randall offered to run)

· Board Members (2-year terms):

· Board Member (Bill Cleary’s term is ending)

· Board Member (Rich McLonis’ term is ending)

· Board Member (Andy Crause’s term is ending – he is offering to run again.)

· Board Member (Laura Randall’s term is ending – she if offering to run for Secretary)

· Potential Board Member candidates: Aaron Jacob suggested Dimitri Pervolarakis of the Argus Group, and Carrie Brown suggested Graham Parr from GM.  Andy Crause suggested Steve Paul at Enviroair.

· *Laura Randall to teach Carrie Brown how to setup the voting website via VoteNet.  *Carrie Brown to administer the voting for the election.

18.  MIHS Booth

· Carrie Brown and Tracy Parsons would like to discuss MIHS booth options, besides using the AIHA booth, which is costly to ship back to AIHA, and doesn’t specifically promote MIHS.  Discussed purchasing MIHS booth for use at the Michigan Safety Conference and for the Outreach Committee, and other.  Received previous quotes for mobile booths, basic models of up to $5000.  Need to explore more cost-effective booths.  

· *Aaron Jacob to look into using a table cloth with MIHS on it, and a banner to go across the top of the booth area.  Can be stored at Argus Group location with other MIHS items.

19.  Membership Dues

· MIHS Membership dues for 2007 are due by 12-31-06. Any payments after mean that the member is not in good standing, i.e. no voting rights.  

· Laura Randall sorted the database and found 113 members who didn’t renew yet.  If all 13 Officers and Board Members participate, then we can split the list between each, and each person would only need to call 8 people.  

· *Laura Randall to send out 3rd dues notice broadcast email reminder to membership.

· *Laura Randall to divide up “non-payer” list, and distribute to Officers and Board for calls. Calls need to be done before 12-31-06.
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
